Parliament gave its assent to the association agreement between the EU and Chile. Parliament states that "this is the most ambitious, innovatory and comprehensive agreement the EU has ever negotiated with a non-candidate country". The agreement is based on three pillars: political dialogue, trade and co-operation. The political clauses cover globalisation, the fight against terrorism and human rights. On trade, the agreement would go much further than WTO requirements in lifting tariff barriers, particularly in liberalising imports of industrial and agricultural goods from Chile. The co-operation clauses deal with measures to combat illegal immigration as well as poverty and environmental issues.
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
